Inc 1 st at each end of 7th [7th: 5th: 5th: 5th: 3rd: 3rd: 3rd: 3rd] and every foll 
6th [6th: 4th: 4th: 4th: 4th: alt: alt: alt] row to 107 [115: 101: 113: 123: 139:
95: 107: 119] sts, then on every foll - [-: 6th: 6th: 6th: -: 4th: 4th: 4th] row
until there are - [-: 123: 127: 133: -: 145: 151: 157] sts, taking inc sts into patt.
Cont straight until sleeve meas 45 cm, ending with RS facing for next row.

Shape top
Cast off 4 [5: 5: 6: 8: 8: 9: 11: 12] sts at beg of next 2 rows.
99 [105: 113: 115: 117: 123: 127: 129: 133] sts.
Next row (RS): K3tog, patt to last 3 sts, K3tog — 2 sts decreased each side.
Work 1 row.
Rep last 2 rows 1 [3: 5: 3: 2: 1: 0: 0: 0] times more. 
91 [89: 89: 99: 105: 115: 123: 125: 129] sts.
Next row (RS): K2tog, patt to last 2 sts, K2tog — 1 st decreased each side.
Work 1 row.
Rep last 2 rows 4 [3: 3: 5: 7: 8: 9: 10: 12] times more, ending with RS facing 
for next row.
Cast off rem 81 [81: 81: 87: 89: 97: 103: 103: 103] sts.

MAKING UP
Press as described on the information page.
Join shoulder seams using back stitch, or mattress stitch if preferred.
Button band
Slip 10 sts on left front holder onto 2¾mm (US 2) needles and rejoin yarn 
A with RS facing.
Row 1 (RS): Inc knitwise in first st, (P1, K1 tbl) 4 times, K1. 11 sts.
Row 2: K1, (P1, K1) 5 times.
Row 3: K1, (K1 tbl, P1) 4 times, K1 tbl, K1.
Last 2 rows form rib.
Cont in rib until band, when slightly stretched, fits up left front opening 
edge, up left front slope and across to centre back neck, ending with RS 
facing for next row.
Cast off in rib.
Neatly sew button band in place. 
Mark positions for 4 buttons on this band – first button to come level with
buttonhole already worked in right front, last button to come level with beg
of front slope shaping, and rem 2 buttons evenly spaced between.
Buttonhole band
Slip 10 sts on right front holder onto 2¾mm (US 2) needles and rejoin yarn 
A with WS facing.
Row 1 (WS): Inc knitwise in first st, (K1, P1) 4 times, K1. 11 sts.
Row 2: K1, (K1 tbl, P1) 4 times, K1 tbl, K1.
Row 3: K1, (P1, K1) 5 times.
Last 2 rows form rib.
Cont in rib and complete to match button band with the addition of a
further 3 buttonholes worked to correspond with positions marked for 
buttons on button band as folls:
Buttonhole row (RS): K1, K1 tbl, cast off 5 sts (to make a buttonhole –
cast on 5 sts over these cast-off sts on next row), rib to end.
Neatly sew buttonhole band in place, then join cast-off edges of bands at 
centre back neck.
